Dom ngo Sunny Eredi a appeals the sentence inposed foll ow ng
the revocation of his supervised rel ease i nposed following his
guilty-plea conviction for conspiracy to possess with intent to
distribute 50 grans or nore of cocaine base. For the first tinme
on appeal, Eredia argues that the district court plainly erred by
not allowing himto allocute.

The district court plainly erred by not unequivocally
comuni cating to Eredia that he had the right to offer any

information of any mtigating circunstances he wi shed prior to
