PER CURIAM:*

The defendants allege on appeal that the district court
abused its discretion by remanding this matter to state court.
The parties agree that the cause of action is grounded only in
state law.  The matter was begun in state court but removed pur-
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suant to 28 U.S.C. §§ 1441, 1446, and 1452. 
Section 1452(b) states that the district court "may remand

such claim . . . on any equitable ground" and that such order of
remand "is not reviewable by appeal or otherwise."  Accordingly,
we are without jurisdiction, and the appeal therefore is
DISMISSED.
