PER CURIAM:*

Roi Le' Shiloh-Bryant concedes that he was contemporaneously
aware of Correctional Officer James C. Sheridan's actions during
a September 1990 incident in which Sheridan restrained Shiloh-
Bryant.  Accordingly, the district court did not abuse its
discretion by dismissing this suit, filed March 3, 1994, as time-
barred.  Ancar v. Sara Plasma, Inc., 964 F.2d 465, 468 (5th Cir.
1992); see Tex. Civ. Prac. & Rem. Code § 16.003(a) (West 1986);
see also Burrell v. Newsome, 883 F.2d 416, 418 (5th Cir. 1989).
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The denial of Shiloh-Bryant's motion for appointment of
counsel was also within the discretion of the district court. 
Jackson v. Dallas Police Dep't, 811 F.2d 260, 261 (5th Cir.
1986).
