give tinely notice of appeal fromthe bankruptcy court’s judgnent
and in dismssing their appeals for that reason. Accordingly, the
judgnent of the district court dismssing, for want of tinely
notice of appeal, the appeals of Jochamowitz and Blonberg is
reversed and the cause as to Jochanowitz and Bl onberg i s remanded
to the district court for further proceedi ngs consistent herein.
