PER CURIAM:*

Percy Bartley appeals from the district court's order denying
his 28 U.S.C. § 2254 petition for a writ of habeas corpus.  He
argues that his trial counsel was ineffective; that impermissibly
suggestive identification procedures were used; that the trial
judge vindictively imposed a severe sentence as punishment for
Bartley's refusal to accept a plea bargain; and that the sentence
was excessive and disproportionate.  We have reviewed the record,
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the magistrate judge's report and recommendation, and the district
court's order adopting the magistrate judge's report.  We AFFIRM
for essentially the reasons given by the magistrate judge.  Bartley
v. Ieyoub, No. 94-CV-2547-M (E.D. La. Dec. 5, 1994).
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
