PER CURIAM:*

James Preston Hopewell, Texas prisoner # 300023, appeals the
district court’s denial of his 28 U.S.C. § 2254 petition for writ
of habeas corpus.  Hopewell alleged that he was denied effective
assistance of counsel because his trial attorney allowed him to
be tried on six felony charges before one jury.

We have reviewed thoroughly the briefs, the record, and the
applicable law, and hold that Hopewell has failed to show that 
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counsel’s alleged errors were both deficient and prejudicial. 
See Strickland v. Washington, 466 U.S. 668, 687 (1984).
Accordingly, he is not entitled to habeas relief on the basis of
ineffective assistance of counsel.

AFFIRMED.
