Federal prisoner Amin A Rashid, # 30591-066, appeals the
district court’s denial of his notion for relief pursuant to Fed.
R Cv. P. 60(b)(1),(3) and the denial of his notion to reopen
the time for appeal pursuant to Fed. R App. P. 4(a)(6). This
court reviews a district court’s decision denying relief under

v. $321,470 U.S. Currency, 874 F.2d 298, 303 (5th Cr. 1989).

The court need not address Rashid s remaining argunents in
his brief because he has no standing to sue. Rashid’ s notion to
strike the Governnent’s brief and notion to file a supplenenta
appendi x are DENI ED.
