Plaintiff-Appellant Janes A Hardy (“Hardy”) appeals the
district court’s grant of sunmary judgnent in favor of Defendant-
Appel | ee Federal Express Corporation (“FedEx”). The court denied
Hardy’'s clains that (1) his enploynent at FedEx was term nated
based on race; (2) he was termnated in retaliation for
participating in a discrimnation conplaint of one of his co-

wor kers; and (3) he was subject to a hostile work environnent.

Hardy also attenpts to appeal an earlier ruling of the district
court, which denied his notion to recuse the presiding judge for
inpartiality.

We are aided little, if any, by the virtually unintelligible

——and from appellee’s brief, the rulings of the district court,
and the record on appeal —that each assignnment of error is so
unnmeritorious as to be frivolous as a matter of law. W therefore
dismss this appeal as frivolous, with Hardy to bear all costs.
