Tinothy Dunaway filed this suit against the United States
under the Suits in Admralty Act, 46 U S.C A § 741, et. seq., for
i njuries he sustai ned when his boat ran aground on a sandbar in the
Pearl River Navigation Canal. The district court dismssed the
suit on grounds that the U S. had not waived sovereign inmunity.
The court rejected Dunaway’s argunent that imunity was waived
because this claimfell within the discretionary function exception
of the Federal Tort C ains Act.
