ORDER

supporting the judicial mission of the federal courts. Members of the Bar,
employees of government agencies, and other members of the public are
welcome to use the library for the purpose of conducting legal research, subject
to library rules on access, services, and conduct. The Circuit Librarian for the
United States Court of Appeals for the Fifth Circuit shall have authority to
issue policies governing the permissible access, services, and conduct of non-
court members, and shall have authority to amend such policies as necessary

from time to time.
