Adrium C ark appeals his 438-nonth sentence fromhis guilty-
pl ea conviction for one count of bank robbery and two counts of
using or carrying a firearmin connection with a crine of violence.
Clark argues that the district court’s inposition of consecutive
sentence terns is grossly disproportionate to his offenses and

constitutes cruel and unusual punishnent under the Eighth

Amendnent . Clark raises this argunent for the first time on

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appeal. Therefore, it is reviewed for plain error. See United

States v. Vital, 68 F.3d 114, 119 (5th Cr. 1995).

When eval uati ng an Ei ght h Anendnent proportionality chall enge,
this court makes a threshol d conpari son between the gravity of the

charged of fense and the severity of the sentence. See MG uder v.

Puckett, 954 F.2d 313, 316 (5th Gr. 1992). Only if the sentence
is grossly disproportionate to the offense does the court go onto
conpare the sentence at issue with (1) sentences inposed for other
crinmes in the sane jurisdiction and (2) sentences inposed for the
sane crine in other jurisdictions. 1d.

The statutes wunder which Cdark pleaded guilty nandated
consecutive terns of inprisonnent. 18 U S C 8 924(c)(1)(D),
(c)(D)(A(i). The record contains an extensive history of violent

crimes commtted by dark. See McGuder, 954 F.3d at 317.

Accordingly, his statutorily-nmandated sentence was not grossly
di sproportionate to his of fenses. The judgnent and sentence of the

district court is AFFlI RVED
