Qur review did reveal one clerical error in the record. The
i ndi ctment charged Mateo with attenpted distribution of nore than
500 grans of cocaine. This sane offense is listed in his plea
agreenent and was given at rearraignnent. The judgnent, however,
lists the offense of conviction as possession of nore than 500
grans of cocaine with intent to distribute. Accordingly, this
matter is REMANDED TO THE DI STRI CT COURT for correction of the

clerical error in the judgnent pursuant to FED. R CRM P. 36.
