Baltazar-Benavides has moved for leave to withdraw and has filed a brief in 

accordance with Anders v. California, 386 U.S. 738 (1967), and United States

The appeal is therefore DISMISSED as moot, and counsel’s motion 

for leave to withdraw is DENIED as unnecessary.
