PER CURIAM:*

In this action brought under the district court's admiralty
and maritime jurisdiction pursuant to 28 U.S.C. § 1333, State
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Marine Corporation was awarded substantial damages for breach of
a contract under which the only appellee, Ocean Line of the
Azores, Inc., chartered a ship to be used to transport
containerized cargo between Spain and the Azores.  State Marine
Corporation appeals, arguing that the award was insufficient.  In
its issues on appeal, it contends that the district court erred
in nine respects.

The district court entered detailed findings of fact and
conclusions of law on May 12, 1993.  We affirm, essentially for
the reasons set forth by the district court.  State Marine
Corporation received the only damages to which it is entitled.
In any event, to the extent that the district court's rulings
constitute findings of fact, our review of the record indicates
that these findings are not clearly erroneous.

There is no reversible error.  The judgment is AFFIRMED.
